The Icon of the Theotokos before :
Which St. Mary of Egypt Repented *

According to St. Sophronios of Jerusalem, who wrote
the biography of St. Mary of Egypt, when she was about
to enter the Church of the Resurrection on the feast of
the Elevation of the Holy Cross, she was prevented from
doing so by an invisible power due to her sinful inten-
tions. After trying again and again to gain entry but
failing, and seeing with what ease those around her
entered, she looked up and saw this icon of the
Theotokos and realized that it was her sins that preven-
ted her from entering. Immediately, she prayed to the
Mother of God to allow her in and lead her by the hand
on the path of repentance, promising that she would |
renounce the world and dedicate herself completely to
Christ. Having fulfilled her promise, she became a
model of repentance for Christians ever since.
